MINUTES FOR THE BOARD OF FIRE COMMISSIONERS

APRIL 20, 2011
The regular meeting of the Board of Fire Commissioners was called to order at 7:06 P.M.  Attorney Youssouf opened the meeting with the announcement required by the Open Public Meetings Act (copy attached) and salute to the flag.

Attorney Youssouf stated that at this time he would like the regular agenda suspended, because they had advertised the opening of the bids for the Deputy Chief’s vehicle.  Attorney Youssouf asked if there were any more bidders in the audience.  There were none.  
Attorney Youssouf stated that one bid was received, which he opened.  The bid was from NJEV, 2201 Atlantic Avenue, Manasquan, New Jersey 08736-1010.  The bid included the bid bond and certification of compliance and liability.  The amount of the bid was $63,707, and completion was guaranteed 90 days after acceptance.
Attorney Youssouf stated that the Board has 60 days to review the bid, and then the Board will advise the bidder within 60 days of their decision.  

Attorney Youssouf stated that he had advertised that the bid opening would be at 7:30 P.M. this evening; therefore, we may receive additional bids.  A discussion followed.

Chief Pipero stated that the order for the vehicle has to be placed by May 12, 2011 in order to get the 2011 bid price.  They will review the bid.

Attorney Youssouf stated that they can make a decision as soon as possible if the bidder has complied.  A discussion followed.
Comm. Perry, seconded by Comm. Costello, made a motion to approve the minutes from the regular meeting held on March 16, 2011, subject to the same being provided to the public during and subsequent to this meeting.

FIRE PREVENTION REPORT:  Fire Official Zih was present and gave report (attached).  Ernie stated that he has been very busy with smoke detector certifications.
Ernie said that a computer consultant has started the installation of the Commissioner’s computer and the server.  He is in the process of moving the programs in the server.  Once everything is in, they will switch everything over. Ernie stated that once everything is done, you will be able to log in from off the grounds, and it will also be secure.   A discussion followed.
