INSURANCE REPORT:  Bob Soden was present and stated that they are already working on renewals and updating memberships.  Bob said that he does not see any dramatic increases in next year’s cost.  Comm. Dipierro stated that the volunteers have been increasing their manpower.
Bob said that Comm. DiLieto is very good about updating new members. 

CHIEF’S REPORT:  Chief Costa gave report (attached).  Chief Costa stated that everyone has been getting their physicals.  A discussion followed.
Comm. Dipierro stated that in reference to Recruitment Day, a lot of signs had been put out.  This helps everyone and brings in new members.  Comm. Dipierro said that he thinks it is beneficial to everyone that the Fire Company does this Recruitment Day.  They did a great job, and he appreciates it as a taxpayer and a Commissioner.  It was a great day.
Comm. Dipierro stated that in the future, he would like to see banners on the other side of town as well, especially since Consolidation wants to support the volunteers.  A discussion followed.
FIRE PREVENTION REPORT:  Fire Official Zih was present and gave his report (attached).  Ernie stated that the smoke detector certifications are going strong.
Comm. Dipierro asked if they are breaking even with the smoke detectors.  Ernie said that the Bureau is actually picking up more.  They are in the “black”, not counting salaries.  
Comm. Dipierro said that he thinks it is good to show where we are at with revenue and cost. He believes that we are the leaders in this, and he feels it is important that we have our numbers.  A discussion followed.
Comm. Dipierro stated that there has been an 11% increase in our taxes.  The municipal taxes went up.  Comm. Dipierro said that the Mayor blamed it on the recession in 2008.  They did not think it would last this long.  A discussion followed.
Comm. Dipierro stated that he is worried about dollars and cents now.  He thinks we need to hone in on the money.  Comm. Dipierro said that we are debt free right now.  The truck and radios are paid off.  A discussion followed.

Ernie stated that they did National Night Out, and it went well.

Ernie said that the issue of the blocked hydrant on Pergola was resolved.

PRESIDENT’S REPORT:  Frank stated that the Fire Company received 7 applications from Recruitment Day and one from National Night Out.  Eventually they will need more lockers for the new members.  A discussion followed.
Deputy Chief Pipero stated that the gentleman will be in next week to work on the cameras.

Attorney Youssouf said that he has heard nothing on the generator.  Comm. LeBrun suggested that they contact someone else to come down.  A discussion followed.
LEGAL REPORT:  Attorney Youssouf said that he only had matters for Executive Session.
ACCOUNTANT’S REPORT:  Joe Massoni stated that it has been a quiet month.  The only issue is cash flow.  It is getting tight.  Joe said that $100,000 was transferred out of a CD.  This will leave them with $38,000.  Joe said they will have to be aware of purchases.
Joe stated that he will do the expense and revenue breakdown for the Bureau from 2008-2012.
