INSURANCE REPORT:  Bob Soden was present and stated that all renewals are being worked on.  The only other thing was that he met with Jeff Kivet’s wife and started to process the paperwork for his insurance.  Bob said that the paperwork will have to be signed by the Board.  A discussion followed.
CHIEF’S REPORT:  Chief Costa gave report (attached).  Chief Costa stated that Wildwood was a success, and everyone had a good time.  Chief Costa stated that they started the specs for a new truck with the truck committee.  A discussion followed.

FIRE PREVENTION REPORT:  Fire Official Zih was present and gave his report (attached).  Ernie stated that the Bureau has had a very busy year.  Ernie gave a breakdown of money received for smoke detector certifications and local registrations.
Ernie said that he and Pat are working on the audit for the DCA.  There is some paperwork that he may need to get from Joe Massoni for the audit.

Ernie stated that he is working on the schedule for the Fire Prevention programs at the schools.  The schedule will be posted on the website.  Ernie said that he will need some volunteers to help with the programs.  A discussion followed.

Ernie stated that he received a request from Jamesburg to do the Fire Prevention Program at their schools.

Ernie said that there have been some issues with the phone system.  Calls are not being transferred properly.  Ernie suggested that the Bureau have a separate phone line from the Fire Company’s.  A discussion followed.
Ernie stated that repairs were made in the Durango. They found that there was a leak, but this has been fixed.

Comm. Dipierro suggested that Ernie get banners to advertise the changing of batteries in smoke detectors.  They can hang the banners so the public can be reminded to do this.  A discussion followed.

Ernie said that in reference to the Bureau’s budget for next year, they can base it on this year’s.  A discussion followed.
Comm. Dipierro stated that Comm. Perry and Comm. Costello will meet with Joe Massoni to start the budget workshops.  He suggested that they start as soon as possible.

PRESIDENT’S REPORT:  Frank stated that everything is good.  Frank asked Attorney Youssouf about the generator.  Attorney Youssouf said that he has not received a proposal from the electrician he contacted.  Comm. LeBrun said that he will try to get in touch with him.  A discussion followed.

ACCOUNTANT’S REPORT:  Joe Massoni stated that the bank accounts have been reconciled, and there are no issues there.  The third quarter tax check has been received and replenished the account.
Joe stated that CD #2 will mature 9/21/12.  The rate at BCB Community Bank is the same which is .55%.  Joe suggested they renew it at that rate.  A discussion followed.
Joe said that it will be necessary to transfer $15,000 into the payroll account to cover the salaries next month.
