Comm. Dipierro stated that they will table the motion to approve the minutes from the October meeting because there was not a quorum to approve the motion.
INSURANCE REPORT:  Comm. Agolia gave report for Comm. DiLieto.  Comm. Agolia stated that a Worker’s Comp and Accident and Sickness claim was filed by a volunteer who suffered an injury during a night call on 11/15/15.  The claim was processed and the volunteer is recovering.  
Comm. Agolia stated that the claim for damage to 51-3 is in the process of being paid out. The check in the amount of $8,167.38 will be in sometime this week.

FIRE PREVENTION REPORT:  Fire Official Zih was not present.  Pat Reardon gave his report (attached).  Pat stated that the smoke detector inspections are still strong.  He and Ernie will be doing the audit this month for the annual report.
Pat stated that Ernie wanted to thank the Fire Company for their help and support with all the Fire Prevention Programs in October.
Pat said that at the request of the County, Ernie did two Juvenile Fire Assessments in conjunction with Jamesburg.

LEGAL REPORT:  Attorney Youssouf stated that the Board received the annual audit for 2014 from Solitario & Tierney, CPA, for their review; however, Attorney Youssouf said that the motion to adopt the Resolution accepting the 2014 Audit should be tabled until next month due to the fact that two members of the Board were not present.  The Local Authorities Group Affidavit form will also have to be signed and notarized at the next meeting.
Attorney Youssouf stated that the Synopsis of Audit report will have to be advertised and filed with the Township Clerk.

Attorney Youssouf said that he had copies of the Resolution adopted at the October meeting appointing Mark Agolia as Commissioner to fill the vacancy on the Board.  
Attorney Youssouf said that he had nominating petitions for one Commissioner for the unexpired term, and a petition for one Commissioner for a full term.  They will be available for anyone who would like one.

Attorney Youssouf said that he had the Resolution authorizing a Bond referendum for the acquisition of a new firefighting apparatus, but stated that they will table the adoption until the next meeting.

ACCOUNTANT’S REPORT:  Joe Massoni was present.  Joe stated that the monthly financial report was sent to the Board.  So far they are fine with the line items.  There may have to be one line item transfer next month.  A discussion followed.
Joe stated that they started formulating the 2016 budget.  The rate will go up very moderately.  The budget will be ready for approval at the next meeting.

Comm. Dipierro discussed other issues such as the concrete; lighting; the ventilation system; the radio tower, and the paint, etc.  Comm. Dipierro said that it will be a nice building when it is completed.  The plumber and electrician are doing great work.
