OLD BUSINESS:  Comm. DiLieto stated that he had submitted Mr. Applegate’s  information to the Soden Agency.  A check will be mailed out to the family.
Comm. DiLieto said that there will be a full fireman’s funeral for Mr. Applegate on 4/23/16 at Immaculate Conception Church at 10:15 AM.

NEW BUSINESS:  Comm. Dipierro stated that he received a change order for the antenna in the amount of $7,087.54.  This will come out of line item 0-4.  A discussion followed.  Comm. Dipierro said that he will sign the change order and return it to Procomm Systems, Inc.
Chief Pipero gave Comm. DiLieto paperwork from HGACBUY to complete for the purchase of the new trucks.  The Truck committee has been working on this.  Attorney Youssouf suggested that they wait until the bond referendum is approved by the voters.
ACCOUNTANT’S REPORT:  Joe Massoni stated that the monthly report had been sent to the Commissioners.  Joe said that the Board has to keep an eye on the cash flow.  After this month’s expenses, it will be tight.
Joe stated that there is about $95,000 in the 2016 budget for the new building, so he wanted to caution the Board that they are running low.  A discussion followed.

Comm. Dipierro said that they have to do the drop ceiling so they can put in the lights.  To do the drop ceiling it will cost about $5,500.  Another thing is there is no paint.  They must paint the walls.  This is included in the contract price, but the cost of the paint is not included.  Comm. Dipierro said that he has been getting prices for the paint.  The weight room also has to be done.  A discussion followed.
Joe said that they will have to figure out if they can take something from the “operating budget.”  They will have to tighten their belt and keep a close watch on expenses.

A discussion followed on what needs to be done.

Comm. Dipierro stated that they should hold the check for Advanced Air Systems because there is a problem with the compressor.  A discussion followed.

Comm. Dipierro, seconded by Comm. Costello, made a motion to hold the check in the amount of $33,120 payable to Advanced Air Systems.
