INSURANCE REPORT:  Bob Soden was present and gave report.  Bob stated that he was able to get the “over age 70 years 50% limitation” removed.from the Group Life policy.  The option is offered to remove the over age 70 years with 50% deduction limitation for an annual cost of $5,634.12. A discussion followed.
Bob stated that there was a claim submitted for this building, which is being worked on.  Comm. Dipierro said that he has a copy of the police report from this incident, and also the report from the drug test of the driver.

Comm. Dipierro said that he had the plans for the work to be done here, if Bob needs it.  Bob said that he did not need it now.  Comm. Dipierro explained what was going to be done.  It has not been given to the adjuster.  Bob said that the insurance will cover what they had before.  Everything that is additional will have to be paid by the Board.

Comm. Dipierro stated that in order to do the work, they need to get a permit so they had to hire an architect.  A discussion followed.

Comm. DiLieto said that he had an addendum to be signed to remove the 50% reduction for over age 70.  
Comm. DiLieto, seconded by Comm. Costello, made a motion to authorize Glatfelter Specialty Benefits to amend the Group Life Insurance policy to remove the standard reduction schedule effective 12/1/16.

CHIEF’S REPORT:  Chief Pipero was present and gave report (attached).  
Chief Pipero stated that there was damage to the firehouse and he was in contact with Bob Soden and Commissioner Dipierro.  They now have the permit and they can start the construction to repair the damage.
FIRE PREVENTION REPORT:  Fire Official Zih reported that this was a busy month with inspections and investigations.  Ernie said that two of the three Fire Watch Assessments were completed.  He is working on the third.  Ernie said that they have to do an interview that takes 2 hours and then they have to do a report.

Ernie said that his lap top is now a desk top.  He needs to take some numbers on the laptop off of the Verizon billing.  The use of the I Pad has also been a success.

Ernie said that he wanted to thank the Fire Company for their help with the Fire Prevention Programs at the schools and help at the Octoberfest.

Ernie stated that his budget for 2017 is done and he will give it to Joe Massoni. A discussion followed.  

Ernie said that they will have to review Verizon’s bill to see what they are paying for.  A discussion followed.

Comm. Dipierro asked if banners had been put up to remind the public to change batteries in the smoke detectors.  Ernie said that they did not.  Ernie said that they had been doing things online and through the schools.  A discussion followed.

PRESIDENT’S REPORT:  Todd stated that there was a problem with the doors to the Engine Bay, but it was fixed.
Comm. Dipierro asked if any issues discussed during the Public portion of the last meeting were taken care of.

Chief Pipero said that they are not making any changes with the dumpster until they move to the new firehouse.  A discussion followed.

Chief Pipero said that on a recent call if he did not have is radio on, he would have missed the call because of no siren.  They shut off the siren at night, but they have problem with the pagers.

Comm. Dipierro stated that Jeff explained it very well that the pagers do not go off.  They depend on the siren.  It has been here all along.

Chief Pipero stated that if they could, they would get rid of it.  A discussion followed.

Comm. Costello said didn’t we tell Mrs. Boyle that we would move the dumpster?  Chief Pipero said that when they move out of the building, they will move it.  Chief Pipero said he is afraid that someone will hit it when responding to a call if it is moved.

Todd asked if he could get an update on the President’s phone.  A discussion followed.  Todd said he will wait until January.
LEGAL REPORT:  Attorney Youssouf said that he will need an Executive Session.
Attorney Youssouf stated that the 2017 budget will have to be introduced at the Board’s next meeting on December 14, 2016.

Attorney Youssouf said that the election will be the third Saturday in February between 2:00 PM and 9:00 PM.

Attorney Youssouf stated that the Board received a notice from the New Jersey Labor Law Poster Service pertaining to labor law posting requirements.  The cost for the notices is $89.50. These notices must be posted and Attorney Youssouf recommended that they approve this purchase.
ACCOUNTANT’S REPORT:  Joe Massoni stated that the monthly Financial Report was sent to the Board.  Joe said that they are out of money in the Building account.  A discussion followed.  Joe said that he has to go through expenses to put them against the proper line items.  He has relocated money to other line items.  This will mean that there will be line item transfers at the next meeting, which he will prepare.
Attorney Youssouf said that they should not make any significant purchases.  A discussion followed.

Joe said that he would like to know if there will be any further expenditures.  A discussion followed.
Joe stated that they had $225,000 in a CD at First Bank, which they will have to tap into.  Joe said that they did not have to take it all out.  They need $65,000.  Comm. Dipierro said that he would go to the First Bank to take care of this, but they would need 3 signatures from the Commissioners.

Comm. Dipierro discussed phase 3 of the new building, The big item that the Board has to discuss is the garage doors.  There are 8 of them

Comm. Dipierro stated that they put tape on the doors, and when they pulled the tape off the finish came off. Two panels have to be replaced. The cost is $1,400 a panel.  The back doors are $1,000 a panel.  The G.C. is getting a $20,000 check from the Insurance Company instead of changing the doors.  The G.C. will give the Board the $20,000.  A discussion followed.

Comm. Costello said that they should take all the money and not replace the panels.  They can leave the doors the way they are.
Comm. Dipierro said that on the red doors it is definitely noticeable.  Comm. Costello stated that they may not be able to match the color.

Comm. Dipierro said that he wanted the Board to decide what to do.

Chief Pipero said that they have to change the doors, especially the last set.  It looks bad.  Comm. Dipierro said that we should change one door and take the money.

Comm. Agolia asked if this was something that could possibly be done down the road.  A discussion followed.

Comm. Dipierro stated that he went over the floor credit with Jack Purvis.  There is about $3,000 coming off the amount owed Santorini because of credits.
Comm. Dipierro said that there is additional work to be done.  The plumbing is done; HVAC is laid out but not completed.  They will need to do sheet rock. 

Joe Massoni said that he would like a list of items authorized to be purchased.

Comm. Dipierro said that he and Chief Pipero met with the Building Department, but the letter they provided did not have a raised seal, so they wanted another letter.

Comm. Dipierro said that he needs to get a balance report for the heating and air conditioning.  He needs a signed, sealed copy.
