INSURANCE REPORT:  Comm. DiLieto stated that there is nothing new.  Open enrollment is coming up.
Comm. Dipierro stated that the Board received an email pertaining to a fire call at the new firehouse.  This information should be forwarded to Bob Soden.
CHIEF’S REPORT:  Chief Pipero was present and gave his report (attached).  Chief Pipero stated that Recruitment Day will be on August 27, 2016, from 12:00 PM to 4:00 PM.  Commissioners are invited to attend.
Comm. Dipierro asked about National Night Out.  Chief Pipero said that it went well.

Chief Pipero stated that he will be attending the I-Chief Conference next week, and requested a check for $1,200 for expenses.  A discussion followed.

FIRE PREVENTION REPORT:  Pat Reardon was present and gave report (attached).
Pat stated that National Night Out went very well.
Comm. Dipierro asked about the schools.  Pat said that they will have to be inspected before school starts.  

Comm. Dipierro said that he received a call from Ernie about a live band at Garvey’s.  Pat said that Ernie has been monitoring it.  A discussion followed.

Comm. Agolia asked if there were any up-dates on the Mounts Mill project.  Pat said that Mike and Dave were going to see if a ladder truck will fit. Comm. Dipierro stated that we do not know how the town will treat it, but we still want it protected.  A discussion followed.

PRESIDENT’S REPORT:  Todd stated that they were still having an issue with mice, but it was taken care of.  An exterminator was called in.
Todd said that this is his last meeting for the year.  He will give his report to the Chief to give at the meetings.
Comm. Dipierro said that everything is looking good at the new building and Avenue K.

LEGAL REPORT:  Attorney Youssouf stated that he had the Resolution appointing Meghan Bennett Clark Bond Counsel, which had been adopted at the last meeting.  Attorney Youssouf said that he had been in touch with Ms. Clark, and as soon as she receives the signed copy of the Resolution she will send a contract proposal.

The Board needs to close that account and transfer the money into the checking account at BCB Bank. Comm. Dipierro stated that all obligations that they had contracted have been paid.  Joe said that if they continue to authorize payments, there will be a problem.  They have to be very careful.  There is no money left.  A discussion followed on the building expenses.
