INSURANCE REPORT:   Comm. DiLieto stated that the annual invoice and census will be coming up. There is nothing new.
CHIEF’S REPORT:  Chief Pipero gave his report (attached).  Chief Pipero reported that there are issues with the Ladder truck.  No one is allowed on the ladder until the problems are solved.
FIRE PREVENTION REPORT:  Ernie was present and gave report (attached).  Ernie stated that there is a computer problem, so he was unable to give his inspection report and money received.  
Ernie said that pertaining to the arson case of the former Edison Police Officer, he wanted to again commend the Fire Company for the great job that they did in preserving the scene and not contaminating the evidence.  This evidence made a strong case for conviction.  

Ernie said that he would like to set up a meeting to discuss the matter of the phone lines.  A discussion followed.

Ernie said that it is a busy month for Fire Prevention.  Programs are scheduled at the schools and the trailer will also be at the Octoberfest at the Rec Center.

PRESIDENT’S REPORT:  None
LEGAL REPORT:  Attorney Youssouf stated that the Board received HVAC bids for Phase 2 of the new firehouse.  There were 6 bids that were received that ranged from $263,167 to $145,000.
Attorney Youssouf said that the Board received a letter from Industrial Cooling Corporation requesting permission to withdraw their bid of $145,000 because they made a gross error in their calculations.  The bidders that remained were:

At the last meeting a motion was made to adopt a resolution to award the bid for the HVAC renovation to Performance Mechanical Corporation.  Attorney Youssouf read the Resolution.  A copy of the Resolution will be sent to the bidders who did not receive the contract.
Attorney Youssouf said that the contract with Performance Mechanical Corporation was prepared for signature.

ACCOUNTANT’S REPORT: Joe Massoni was present and gave his report.  Joe said that the monthly financial report was sent to the Board.  Joe said that the spending has been high and it has been putting pressure on this year’s budget.  They will have a problem if they do not curtail spending.
Joe stated that he went through the expenses and has taken some items out of the building cost.  He prepared a Resolution to attach to the minutes which show the items he is moving. A discussion followed.

Joe said that he would like to know who will be on the budget committee, so he can contact them to meet to discuss the 2018 budget.

Joe reported that the annual audit for 2016 will be late. Our records are in good shape.

Chief Pipero said that they spoke to JCP&L, and we are waiting for the shields for the lights, so the lights don’t shine off the property anymore.  A discussion followed.
Mrs. Germanski was present and stated that she was very upset that no one from the Fire Company contacted her to let her know what the Fire Company was going to do about the issue of the lights.  She was sick over it and felt that it was disrespectful that no one called her.

Comm. Costello said that he thought it had been taken care of.

Chief Pipero said that they are putting shields on the lights.  They will not be removed.

Comm. Costello said that he would like them removed.  We are on record that they will be gone.
Comm. Costello made a motion to contact JCP&L to remove the lights.  A discussion followed.

Comm. DiLieto, seconded by Comm. Agolia, made a motion to have JCP&L re-direct the lights to insure privacy.  A discussion followed.
Chief Pipero stated that they were concerned about the parking lot.  It is pitch black when there are no lights on.  Chief Pipero gave reasons for keeping the lights.  Chief Pipero said that JCP&L put the lights up and left.  A discussion followed.
