FIRE PREVENTION REPORT:  Ernie was present and gave report (attached).  
Ernie stated that they are where they want to be with inspections.
Ernie said that the arson case for the former Edison Police officer will not go to trial since he made a guilty plea.  The Fire Company did a great job of preserving the scene and they should be commended.

Ernie stated that he met with the other Fire District Officials to discuss the new CO regulations so that they are consistent on what they should do.  

The Fire Prevention Schedule has been set.  Mike and Dave did a great job in rebuilding the trailer.  The trailer will be at the schools for the Fire Prevention programs and also at the Octoberfest at the Rec Center.
Ernie stated that he went over the Verizon bills and made some recommendations.  The bottom line is to eliminate some of the lines.  Ernie would like to meet with the Commissioners to see what lines can be eliminated.  It would also be beneficial to sit down with a representative of Verizon and Chief Pipero. LEGAL REPORT:  Attorney Youssouf stated that the Board received HVAC bids for Phase 2 of the new firehouse.  There were 6 bids that were received that ranged from $263,167 to $145,000.
Attorney Youssouf said that the Board received a letter from Industrial Cooling Corporation requesting permission to withdraw their bid of $145,000 because they made a gross error in their calculations.  The bidders that remained were:
